The number of respondents is 15,324

The survey was conducted by the All-Ukrainian Public Organization "Leading Legal Initiatives™
(NGO "Leading Legal Initiatives™) on the order of the "Center for the Study of European Democracy"
(Brussels, Belgium). 15,324 respondents aged 18 and over were surveyed in Ukraine (except for the
occupied and front-line regions, taking into account internally displaced persons in the regions) and
abroad (proportionately by country according to the number of Ukrainian refugees in them). 50%
were interviewed by the "face-to-face" interview method and 50% - by phone. The survey was
conducted through the mobile application of the "IQR" system and its own model of artificial
intelligence - "PPIAI Research Political Analytics Platform™ (developed by specialists of the NGO
"Leading Legal Initiatives” and the Estonian campaign "AIGOV COLSULTING"). The error of
representativeness does not exceed 0.5%.
